TOPIC: HIGHWIRE ACT! Supply Chain Risk Management - Then to Now 
   Join Gary Gates, of Managing Business Risk, as he discusses how changes in the supply 
chain have affected risk management. Gain insights into some of the ways to analyze, 
monitor and minimize supply chain risks. 
   With continuing focus on improving performance and profit through the optimization 
of supply chain, managing the risks found in the chain becomes increasingly important. 
A 2007 survey by AMR Research indicated that 46% of the companies surveyed planned 
on evaluating or implementing supply chain risk management technology within two 
years. Twenty eight percent of these companies indicated that supplier failure and 
supply continuity are top risk concerns, but they are also fear less-traditionally 
monitored risks to brand and reputation, product safety and catastrophic exposure.  

PRESENTER: Gary Gates, Managing Director of Exception and Risk Management 
   Gary Gates developed his expertise as the Managing Director of Exception and Risk 
Management for HomeDirect USA - an integrated logistics service provider that uses a 
wide range of delivery resources to provide value-added services to top retail, catalog and 
e-commerce companies. Gary served in a variety of roles, including Director of Claims 
and Account Analysis, Director of Business Integration, and Director of Customer Service. 
He is recognized for streamlining and standardizing the supply chain process and 
building value-added tools and systems for the business and its customers.
