Topic/Theme: “The New Value of the Business Analyst”  

Over the last several years the business analyst has gar-
nered increased recognition within the marketplace. The 
push towards business agility, increased compliance and 
regulatory requirements, exorbitantly high IT costs, out-
sourcing and new technology enablers are the drivers be-
hind organizations taking a closer look at their business 
analysis competency. The IIBA’s Business Analysis BoK 
and CBAP are examples of efforts to formalize the BA’s 
role. But what is being expected of BAs beyond docu-
menting business requirements? What are the new skills 
and tools available to BAs require and how does it 
change their interaction with business stakeholders and 
IT implementers? This presentation discusses the key 
aspects of the changing business analyst role and how it 
will dramatically impact the business software market-
place.
